Performance Times
Two performances each approximately 1 hour

duration with 15 minutes interval ( A bar service
will be available)

Performance 1
1.30-2.45 including interval.

Our Mini stars, will perform in this performance
only

Our Mini Star families will have priority seating for
this performance.

Performance 2
3.30-4.45 including interval.

This performance is for all classes except our Mini
Stars

All dancers apart from Mini Stars will be expected
to stay on site between performances.

At this moment in time, timings are approximate,
please allow for some changes.



Tickets
Due to the young age of our Mini Stars, they will be

performing in the first Performance only.
Families of our Mini Stars will have priority booking

of seats for the first performance.
The rest of the school can purchase their required

tickets over both performances.

To enable all families to have the opportunity to
watch their young dancers, families will have access
to 5 tickets over both performances. We appreciate

that not all families will require 5 tickets and
some families may require more.

To assist with our planning of tickets, please confirm
the number of tickets you would ideally like to

purchase when you sign the participation form at
the end of this document. This way we can gauge

how many surplus tickets there are for families who
require more than 5 tickets.

Ticket Price

12 years – Senior Adult £13.75
3-11 years £9.75

Under 2’s no charge but to be seated on a lap



Extra costs to consider

Each family is required to pay £20.75
administrative fee, to assist with, general
additional administration costs, and extra

insurances required both for health and
safety and for music liability.

The Administrative fee will also cover the cost
of a participation medal for each dancer.

Costumes
Generally, each genre performed requires a
costume please allow between £20-£25 per

costume.
For modesty reasons we ask our dancers 9

years upwards to wear body stockings
underneath their costumes. These will be

available to buy from Lisa.



Make- up
Stage lighting is draining on skin colour;

therefore, we ask our dancers to wear make
-up. Please see requirements below:

Make -up required grade 1 and 2
Foundation cream / lilac eyeshadow, /

mascara, / soft burgundy colour lipstick,/
blusher,/brush,/comb, /hair gel, /hair nets,

/hair spray

Make up required for Mini Stars, Mini, Mini 1,
Primary

Foundation cream, /blusher, / burgundy
colour lipstick / brush /comb/hair gel/ hair

spray/ hair net

Hair
Please provide hairbrush, comb, gel, hair
spray, bands, hair pins and hair clips and

bun nets.



Footwear
Dancers are not required to buy new ballet
shoes/tap shoes unless they are too small.
Please note our Tap shoes are black and

ballet shoes pink.
New socks / tights will be required.

Please provide a storage box which will hold
the following : costumes, dance shoes,

accessories, drinks, snacks, lunch, hair bag,
books, pencils etc as it is easier than trying to

find things in their bags.

Rehearsals

Saturday 1st June will be in addition to your
termly fee invoice. Once we know how many

dancers are taking part, the fee and
timetable for this rehearsal will be emailed

out. Other than this date, there are no
additional fees for rehearsals.

In addition
Please be aware on Saturday 6 th and 13 th
July the morning timetable will be altered to

accommodate rehearsing our Saturday
dancers together. This will be held between

9-1.00pm at no extra cost to you. A timetable
will be sent out after the Easter Holidays.

If older dancers are chosen to assist with
younger dancers’ numbers, they will be

required to attend extra lessons at no extra
cost.



What to expect on the day
Please arrive at your allocated time, on arrival you will be asked to sign

your dancer in, one of our
lovely chaperones will take your dancer to the changing rooms.

Parents/carers are asked to leave their dancers at the main door.

As soon as everyone is in and settled, we start staging the numbers so our
dancers are spatially aware of the stage. This is followed by a full run

through of the showcase.

At midday we will break for lunch or as near as possible to midday, at
times rehearsals can run late so please be prepared for any delays.

During the lunchbreak Mini, Mini 1 Mini stars, Primary, Grade 1, to be
collected by family to have lunch outside of the Mill Hall

Seniors and grade 2 can stay on site with packed lunches, drinks, and
snacks.

1.00 All dancers to return.

2.00 First performance / 2.30 interval /2.45 Act 2 /3.15 finish Mini Stars
go home

4.00 Second performance/ 4.30 interval / 4.45 Act 2 / 5.15 finish

6.00 building to be cleared.
All information is subject to change.



Health and Safety Points
The Health and Safety of our performers is paramount.
Our Team follows a code of conduct which requires, the

wellbeing of our young performers to be put first.

We follow the Government’s guidelines regarding the
number of dancers per chaperone. All

children will be chaperoned backstage by a licensed
Chaperone, this consists of staff members or licensed

Chaperones within the school family.

A Trained First Aider is on site all day.

On Arrival Parents/Carer will sign their dancers in at
the entrance and a Chaperone will take them to their

changing room.

On collection a member of staff will sign the dancers out
once handed to a Parent/Carer.

Please provide drinks and snacks for the whole day.
Scheduled breaks are timetabled during the day.

We have all families telephone numbers on site so if a
dancer is unwell or needs to be with a parent, we will

call you.
